· Elaboration of documentation material for planning process

· Organising a study tour on SWM for the local partners to European countries

· UNDP/MGSDP will provide:

·  Facilitation of planning and other support for information campaigns (incl. coaching of decision makers, etc.)

· Capacity building and training of municipalities in information and sensitization of civil society 

3. SPECIAL PROVISIONS:

The methodological basis for developing an inter-municipal project on Integrated Solid Waste Management in Tulchyn rayon and city of Tulchyn within the existing legal framework will be Step-Wise Planning Process - the approach that has been successfully implemented in various developing and emerging countries (see also www.waste.nl).

The financial resources needed to facilitate and support the process at the local level will be shared on a case-specific basis and spent from respective the parties’ budgets. 

No infrastructural investments will be provided by the Parties to the target municipalities with regard to the existing solid waste management system as well as to the one which will be developed until the whole Integrated SWM based on Step-Wise Planning Process is in place.

Parties in cooperation and involvement of external experts if needed develop the conceptual basis to discuss and agree on the scope and substance of the sensitization of civil society campaign-awareness raising information and materials, information, training programs etc. 

The present Memorandum shall enter into force from the day of its signing by the Parties and valid until the termination of the Projects’ implementation.
